DIRECTOR’S NOTE
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The year 2024–25 marked a phase of consolidation and structural
strengthening for Dyvigya Care Wellness Foundation. Building on the
foundations of previous years, the organisation focused on deepening its
core commitment to women’s livelihood creation through skill
development, while continuing targeted work in menstrual dignity and
sanitation.

Rather than expanding into new thematic areas, the Foundation chose to
strengthen the architecture of its existing model. This meant moving
beyond one-time training sessions toward more organised production
cycles, strengthening gaushalas as integrated centres of care and
manufacturing, and connecting community-made eco-products to cultural
and institutional markets. The opening of municipal-supported retail outlets
and participation in public platforms reflected this shift toward greater
institutional integration.

At the same time, Dyvigya Care maintained continuity in menstrual hygiene
awareness and sanitation efforts, particularly within residential and
educational settings, reinforcing dignity and safety for adolescent girls and
women.

2024–25 was therefore not a year of rapid expansion, but of alignment —
aligning skills with markets, production with demand, and community effort
with institutional recognition. The learnings from this period have laid a
stronger foundation for sustainable, women-led growth in the years ahead.

Major awards and recognitions received during
the year, across women’s welfare, and social
service.
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During 2024–25, Dyvigya Care strengthened its commitment to women’s
livelihood creation by transitioning from primarily skill-based engagement
to more structured production-oriented systems. The organisation focused
on ensuring that women’s training translated into sustained participation in
organised production cycles.

Women were trained in crafting cow dung–based eco-friendly products
such as diyas, idols, pooja items, and decorative utility goods. These
trainings emphasised material preparation, shaping techniques, finishing
quality, and consistency in output. A significant dimension of the year was
the inclusion of women inmates through a diya-making workshop
conducted in December 2024, expanding access to skill-building beyond
traditional community spaces. In addition, a structured 15-day Gau-Uttpad
training programme in Sagoda engaged women and youth in deeper
production learning, reinforcing process understanding and quality control.

This approach marked a shift from training as exposure to training as entry
into structured, livelihood-linked participation. Women engaged not merely
as trainees, but as contributors to an organised, regenerative production
ecosystem.
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INTERVENTIONS
Women’s Livelihoods through Skill
Development & Sustainable Production



In 2024–25, gaushalas continued to serve as the structural backbone of
Dyvigya Care’s work, evolving further into integrated centres of care,
production, and community participation.
Rather than functioning solely as shelters for bovine animals, gaushalas
operated as multi-dimensional ecosystems where animal welfare, women’s
livelihoods, and environmental sustainability intersected in practice.

Throughout the year:
Bovine animals were cared for within structured and hygienic
environments
Gaushala spaces were used for production workshops, training
demonstrations, and organised manufacturing cycles
Cow dung generated within the ecosystem was systematically
processed into eco-friendly livelihood products
Daily care and maintenance operations created consistent, dignity-
linked work opportunities

The inauguration of cow-dung product outlets and the hosting of public
events and launches reinforced the gaushala’s role as an institutionally
recognised community hub. By integrating animal care with economic
participation, Dyvigya Care continued to demonstrate that environmental
stewardship and livelihood creation are interdependent, not parallel
objectives.

INTERVENTIONS
Gaushalas as Regenerative Community Ecosystems
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During 2024–25, menstrual dignity interventions continued with a focused
and institutionally grounded approach.

While organisational emphasis was directed toward strengthening
livelihood systems, Dyvigya Care maintained its commitment to menstrual
hygiene awareness and safe sanitation practices, particularly within
educational and residential settings.

Activities undertaken during the year included:
Sanitation inspection and menstrual hygiene awareness session at
Basoda Girls Hostel
Continued engagement with schools and institutional partners where
long-standing relationships had been established
Reinforcement of hygiene education within structured group settings

These interventions prioritised quality engagement, safe environments, and
sustained dialogue. The approach remained grounded in dignity, ensuring
that menstrual health discussions were conducted with sensitivity, clarity,
and cultural awareness.

The year reflected a balanced strategy — maintaining continuity in
menstrual dignity while allowing organisational capacity to focus on
system-building within livelihood programmes.
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INTERVENTIONS
Menstrual Dignity and Hygiene Awareness



Recognising that skill development alone does not guarantee sustainable
livelihoods, Dyvigya Care focused during 2024–25 on strengthening
market access and institutional retail integration.

Women-led eco-friendly products were positioned within culturally
relevant and institutionally supported marketplaces. The year saw the
inauguration of two municipal-supported cow-dung product outlets in
Moradabad, creating formal and visible retail spaces for community-
produced goods. Participation in large public platforms such as Kisan
Kumbh Mela further expanded the visibility of sustainable production
models and connected women’s work to agricultural and public audiences.
Production cycles were intentionally aligned with cultural demand periods,
particularly festive seasons, ensuring that women’s labour entered markets
with established consumption patterns.

Key elements of this focus area included:
• Formalisation of retail presence through municipal partnership
 • Placement of eco-friendly products in temple-linked and public spaces
 • Participation in agricultural and public exhibitions
 • Alignment of production with festival and religious demand cycles
By embedding women-led production within cultural economies and
institutional retail systems, Dyvigya Care strengthened the transition from
skill acquisition to meaningful economic participation.
